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• Varied, unmarked, and uninspected terrain, including hidden hazards.

• Slips, trips and falls on uneven, ungroomed, and unstable terrain, 

including roots, holes, mud, loose gravel, steep slopes, long grass, and 

other tripping hazards.

• Falls from height.

• Wild or domestic animal encounters.

• Encounters or collisions with other users, including mountain bike 

riders, or other objects.

• Being struck by fast-moving discs.

• Environmental hazards (such as extreme weather).

• Strain or injury from throwing (muscle pulls, joint issues).

• Sun exposure and heat-related illness.

• Insect bites and stings.

• Exposure to poisonous flora or fauna.

• Water hazards (drowning, contamination, unknown water depths).

• Falling debris (branches, kicked-up rocks).

• Misload, unload incorrectly, or fall from the chairlift.

• Negligence of other users or guests.

• Negligence or breach of duty of care on the part of Mt. Sima or others.
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
